SHOW PICTURE OF THE WORD "HELLO"
IN DIFFERENT LANGUAGES

There are more than 7,000 languages in the world! That means
that the word "hello” can be said more than 7,000 ways! Can
anyone here tell me hello in a different language than English?

ALLOW CHILDREN TO RESPOND. (A CHILD
MAY ALSO USE SIGN-LANGUAGE.)



Most people can only speak one or two languages. When you

meet someone who can speak two languages they are called

bi-lingual. A person who can speak 3 languages is tri-lingual.

Do you know what we call someone who can speak multiple
languages? REALLY SMART!



There is something you can do which will cause you to be
understood in every single language known to man. That
thing is called kindness. When you are kind, you speak a
universal language.

You may not be able to speak fluent Mandarin (what
Chinese people speak), and tell a Chinese person that you
are a good friend, but you can show a Chinese person
that you are just by being kind.




ASK TWO CHILDREN TO COME FORWARD

Let’s pretend that these two students speak different
languages and cannot understand each other. I'm
going to give one of the students $1.

GIVE FIRST CHILD $1 AND TELL THEM TO
ACT OUT WHAT YOU ARE SAYING.

The first child is walking in front of the other and they accidentally drop
the $1 out of their pocket. The second child sees this happen and
instead of picking up the $1 and placing it in their pocket, they rush over
and pick it up and tap the first child on the shoulder and hand it to

them. Pointing to the child’'s pocket and then to the ground. \

Without using any words, what has the second child
conveyed to the first one?

ALLOW THE CHILDREN TO RESPOND
AND THEN SEND THE TWO CHILDREN
BACK TO THEIR SEATS.
