HOLD UP THE BIRTHDAY CARD

- AND -

SHOW THE "BIRTHDAY CASH" SLIDE ON
THE SCREEN IF POSSIBLE

How many of you have ever received a Birthday Card as
a gift? There wasn't a big present, or pretty wrapping
paper, there was just a card with your name on it.

When the card is taped to a birthday box or a bag, that
means that the card is simply there to tell you who the
gift is from.

What does a Birthday card usually contain when there is
no present attached to it?

ANSWER: THE PRESENT IS IN THE CARD
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OPEN THE CARD TO REVEAL THE $5 BILL

Birthday money is the BEST because it is a gift just
for you and it is meant to be spent on just you! How
fun!ll 1t is literally Fun Money!

Fun money can be saved up and you can wait until more Fun
Money is added to it and then spend it on something huge! Or Fun
Money can be spent right away on something you've had your eye
on but didn't have enough money to buy yourself.

If you had this Fun Money what would you spend it
on? And don't say offering. I'm looking for the real
answer. What would you buy right away or what
would you save up for to get?

ALLOW THE CHILDREN TO RESPOND
AND CELEBRATE WITH THEM OVER
WHAT THEIR FUN MONEY COULD GET!
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Giving our Fun Money in offering every week is not what we
REALLY want to do.

But we DO want to give in our World Missions offering.

We want to keep our Fun Money AND we want to give in
offering! So how do we do both?

We ask the adults in our lives for offering money! How many
of you turned to your family and asked them for offering
money when you were being checked-in today? This is
totally normal and perfectly acceptable! This is how we get
the money to give in the children’s offering each week!

However, today you are receiving a new 365 Kids Club
challenge! For this challenge you will not need your family's
help, but instead you will need your friend's help to give in the
offering!

BRING OUT ENVELOPES




These envelopes are for you and two or three
friends. We are going to do a 365 Kids Club
Friend Challenge! This is where you team up
with a few kids from the class and together
you give your World Missions offering in one
envelope.

Each week your team will come in and place
your combined money in one of the
envelopes. When it is time for giving, you will
come up together to put your offering in the
container.

We will count the offering envelopes each
week and keep a running total of which team
is ahead. The goal is to have each team raise
$30 by the end of the 4 weeks.




The Challenge isn't just about which team can raise
the most money, the Challenge is HOW you are going
to raise the money?!

Your families have been giving money to these 30
Day Challenges for several weeks - now it is your
turnl!

Let's think of a few ways you can bring in $30 with @
few of your friends these next few weeks WITHOUT
asking your family for more offering moneuy:

HELP CHILDREN CHOOSE TEAMS AND MAKE

Now we are going to write down the names of the
children in your group on your envelope so that we can
help you connect with the families in your group after
church and throughout the week.




HOLD UP THE COLOR
CONTAINER AS YOU TELL THE
CLASS ABOUT THE TEAM
COLOR NAMES

365 Kids Club is a colorful Club and for this $30
Team Challenge we are going to let one person
from your team come forward and draw out a color
from our Color Can! The color that you choose will
be your team color for these next 30 days! And that
will be the color you write down on your giving
envelope each time you place in the offering.

HAVE EACH TEAM SEND ONE MEMBER
FORWARD TO DRAW OUT THEIR TEAM
COLOR. INSTRUCT THEM TO WRITE THE
TEAM COLOR ON THEIR ENVELOPE - MAKE
SURE THE TEAM MEMBERS NAMES ARE ON
THE ENVELOPE FOR THIS FIRST OFFERING
AS WELL.
